BATTEN’S CARE PLAN

INTERVENTION
GOALS/OUTCOMES




1) Potential for injury due to blindness, dementia, and decreasing mobility.
1) Staff will provide for safe ambulation and transportation in hallways and in classrooms.

2) Staff will remove obstacles that could cause injury during transportation.

3) Staff will transition student before or after other students transition to decrease potential for injury and provide less stimulation.

4) Make sure that Adaptive PE is on the IEP.
Student with help will be injury free during the school year.




2) Potential for fear due to sensory/perceptual impairment, dementia, seizures and loss of body function.
1) Staff will provide for safe, quiet transitions to decrease fears and sensory imput from movement.

2) Staff will discuss and explain transitions prior to them happening.

3) Staff will utilize appropriate distractions to aid in transitions i.e. music, touch, weighted vest.

4) When student is upset staff will provide appropriate comfort measures and place to calm down. 


1) Student will transition with minimum resistance and fear.

2) Student will utilize methods to assist in transitioning to experience life as normal as possible.




3) Potential for obesity due to Batten’s disease.
1) Staff will provide low calorie, high fiber meals and snacks.  Junk food and drink are not allowed.

2) Staff will encourage physical activity as much as possible.

3) Nurse will obtain current weight from physician.


1) Student will eat nutritious food rich in fiber and low in calorie.

2) Student will maintain weight plus or minus five pounds.

3) Student will participate in adaptive PE as much as possible.
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4) Potential for decrease in self-esteem due to loss of body function.
1) Staff will assist student to identify his/her perceptions regarding health status and effect of illness.

2) Staff will encourage student to express how he/she feels and encourage to share feelings with others.

3) Staff will provide for other means of communication as dementia progresses and speech becomes impaired.

4) Staff will make sure 1:1 counseling is on the IEP.
1) Student will identify and describe concerns about actual or perceived health problems.

2) Student will communicate with others about his/her feelings.

 


5) Potential for alteration in elimination due to Batten’s disease.  This includes constipation and incontinence of bowel and bladder.
1) Staff will provide high fiber diet.  Avoid foods that bind and encourage fluids.

2) Staff will toilet student every couple of hours to decrease incontinence.

3) Staff will change students diaper every couple of hours and provide proper hygiene. 


1) Student will maintain normal bowel habits.

2) Student will be clean and dry by use of diaper and frequent toileting.




6) Potential for alteration in circulatory function due to Batten’s disease.
1) Obtain baseline BP, pulse and resp., and monitor periodically.

2) Monitor student’s response to activity.

3) Administer meds as ordered by MD.

4) Monitor for peripheral vascular disease; cold fingers, edema, sores.
1) Nurse will notify MD of any change in cardiac status.

2) Student will be able to do ADL’s and other activities within his/her physical limits without tiring.




7) Self-Care Deficit due to blindness.
1) Staff will encourage and assist student to be as independent as possible.

2) Student will use adaptive equipment to help in his/her ADL’s.
1) Student will be as independent as possible in the school setting.
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8) Potential alteration in staff and family coping due to terminal illness.
1) Staff will encourage open communication with family and student regarding all school needs and activities.

2) Student and family counseling to be on IEP.

3) Staff will communicate to mental health staff of family, student and staff needs. 

4) Staff will be accurate and honest in response to family and student’s questions.

5) Mental health staff will help staff to create coping strategies to utilize in the classroom setting.

6) Staff will meet frequently to utilize coping techniques and evaluate student’s progress.

7) Educate staff about Batten’s disease and its prognosis to prepare staff for student’s decline.
1) Family will feel that they are part of the school team and be able to access them easily.

2) Staff will work cohesively together and help each other cope in the classroom setting.

3) Staff will be able to describe Batten’s disease and its progress.

4) Student will feel welcome to ask staff questions about school activities and needs.




9) Potential for alteration in swallowing due to Batten’s Disease.
1) Staff will monitor student when eating.

2) Staff will provide appropriate size pieces of food to prevent choking.

3) Speech therapy will monitor student’s swallow and dysarthria.

4) Staff will provide student with cloth to wipe drool.

5) Staff will learn how to do abdominal thrust for first aid for choking.
1) Student will not choke on saliva or food while in the school setting.

2) Staff will demonstrate to nurse on how to do first aid for choking.
