          The  People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem-
        bly, do enact as follows:
     1    Section 1. Subdivision 2-a of section 2164 of the public  health  law,

     2  as  added  by  a chapter of the laws of 2004, amending the public health

     3  law relating to providing for a sixth grade requirement for immunization

     4  against varicella (chicken pox) for certain  children,  as  proposed  in

     5  legislative bill numbers S. 2594-A and A. 5788-A, is REPEALED.

     6    §  2. Section 5 of chapter 416 of the laws of 1999 amending the public

     7  health law and the education law relating to requiring  immunization  of

     8  certain  children  against varicella (chicken pox) is amended to read as

     9  follows:

    10    § 5. This act shall take effect immediately and shall  apply  only  to

    11  children born on or after:

    12    a.  January 1, 1994, beginning with their enrollment in sixth grade in
    13  any school,
    14    b. January 1, 1998, beginning with their  enrollment  in  any  public,

    15  private or parochial kindergarten, elementary, intermediate or secondary

    16  school, and

    17    [b.]  c.  January  1,  2000,  beginning  with  their enrollment in any

    18  school, as defined in paragraph a of subdivision 1 of  section  2164  of

    19  the public health law.

    20    §  3.  This act shall take effect January 1, 2005, except that section

    21  one of this act shall take effect on the same date as a chapter  of  the

    22  laws  of 2004 amending the public health law relating to providing for a
